administration fee will be deducted from each seller check, which covers the cost of price tags, 
instructions and advertising.

·  Equipment  - Excersaucers, swings, bouncy seats, gates, strollers, car seats, etc. 
·  Children’s Furniture  - Cribs, changing tables, dressers, etc. Must be clean and in good condition. 
·  Infant Accessories  - Bedding, crib pads, monitors, bottles (no nipples), elec. breast pumps, etc.

TAGGING AND PREPARING ITEMS 

 
Information and Materials needed:              

1. AGS Seller ID number and 3-letter initials as recorded during registration. 
2. Current Price tags – available in the school lobby or via website or e-mail. 

Only tags with “AGS Seller Tags v. 2007” or “HWS Se ller Tag” printed on them will be 
accepted.   (If using HWS tags, you will still need to use yo ur AGS Seller ID number.) 

3. Black or blue ink pen. 
4. Hangers for each clothing item.  (Good source – Oshkosh Outlet, Aurora 630-236-0000) 
5. Safety pins – Straight pins will not be accepted. 
6. Tape for non-clothing items. (Never tape the bottom of the tag.) 
7. Cable or zip ties for securing shoes together. 

 
Price items affordably  and according to condition.  If an item has an inconspicuous rip or stain, note on tag 
and price accordingly.  You may also be able to price name brand clothing in very good condition (such as 
Gap or Gymboree) slightly higher.  Generally, items can be priced higher than a “garage sale” price, but 
BELOW what is charged at a local children’s resale store. 
 

White Tags  – PLEASE READ CAREFULLY! 
·  Prices are reduced to HALF on Saturday. 
·  Minimum price is 50 cents. (Books – min. 20 cents) 
·  Prices must be easily divisible by two.  (i.e., do not price at 75 cents) 
·  Unsold items are donated to local charities. 

 
Colored Tags  – PLEASE READ CAREFULLY! 
·  Use colored paper that is distinctly different from white paper, but not so dark that blue or black ink 

would not be easily legible 
·  Prices remain the same the entire sale. 
·  Minimum price is 25 cents. 
·  Unsold items are returned to the seller.  (See “After-sale Pick-up”) 
·  Unsold items remaining beyond the after-sale pick-up date and time will be donated to local charities.

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Hanging garments:    

·  Garments must be hung on the hangers with the hook pointed to the ga rment’s 
right side.  (To your left as you look at it.) 

·  Pants: Use a pants hanger with clips, or use 2 safety pins to pin 
the waistband to the TOP of a heavy wire hanger. 

 
Tagging garments: 

·  Price tags must be secured carefully with a safety pin to the top, 
left side of the garment .  (To your right as you look at it.)  
Exceptions made for fine fabric-ask at check-in. 

·  Garments with multiple pieces: Secure pieces together. Tag the 2nd piece and fill in 
ID#, description and size.  Write piece 2 of 2 clearly on tag.  

 
Tagging footwear:     

·  Tags on shoes should be secured with a safety pin, or heavy packing tape to the bottom of the shoe. 
(Tape only the top portion of tag.)   

·  The matching shoe should have the seller number & initials written on the bottom of the shoe.   
·  Use zip ties (cable ties) to attach shoes together. (Zip ties can be purchased at any hardware store.) Do 

not tape the shoes together.  
 
Tagging miscellaneous items:   

·  A price tag should be securely fastened to all other items with a safety pin if possible or packing tape 
(not masking tape).  If necessary, reinforce tag with tape before pinning.   

·  Tags need to be visible to buyers and accessible to cashiers, but also attached in a way that the item 
will not be damaged upon tag removal. 

 
Tagging expensive items:  

·  If desired, clear packing tape may be applied over the safety pin in order to prevent tampering with the 
tag.  (Do not tape the bottom portion of the tag.) 

 
General tagging notes: 

·  Tags must be legibly printed in blue or black ink, with no scribbled through or scratched out information.  
If you make a mistake printing information on a tag, use a new clean tag.  Cashiers will not sell any 
items with altered tags.
